3. Cinema
Wallis vouchers. Danny sent this report: “I have contacted Wallis Cinemas and the cheapest way to do the Cinema fundraiser is to buy books of 10 – which cost $110 ($11 per ticket) against the usual price of $14 per ticket. I contacted head office and they said there is a chance of some sort of sponsorship situation to reduce these costs – but I don’t yet know what they want in return. Have spoken to Al and the cricket club is willing to subsidise/sponsor to the tune of $250 if that helps.”

This could work if we took sponsorship to buy say two books and give away 20 tickets. Colleen White might be the person to distribute, but she doesn't see everyone.

Forest Range Cinema. Peter proposes a movie using a data projector. CG can do popcorn and candy. Proposal for The Hundred Year Old Man on the 12th April moved CG, Second Roger S – passed ACTION to run the cinema night on the 12th April.

8. Forest Range Oval guard rail entrance issue – the acces to the oval and cricket nets has been cut off which presents a problem for events. We want 17m removed. Peter wrote to them and got a reply that they would do it and we would pay. CG to pursue this – moved Cam second Irene, passed.

10. Adelaide Hills Council matters. CG gave updates on:

· Festivals and Events policy being revised, discussed car rallies, cyclists. 

· burial on private land policy – single grave permitted for large blocks with permit

· Climate Change

· Policy on burning outside townships 

· Pome Fest Friday 31st May, Saturday 1st June – more details to come

Matters raised: 

· IF - cyclists need to be discouraged or banned from some roads and others made safer. A strategy is needed on transport – cyclists, large trucks. 

· Roger S mention a request he put in some time back about Pound Road – Knots Hill Road which need tree pruning.
